Speakers 

Dr Michael Loughnan - MBBS(Hons), PhD, FRANZCO.   
Michael is an ophthalmologist specialising in the medical and surgical treatment of diseases of the front of the eye including: cataract, 
corneal graft and pterygium surgery.  He graduated from Monash University in 1983 with honours, gaining high distinctions in both  
medicine and surgery and receiving the Prince Henry’s Hospital Senior Medical Staff award.  He completed a doctorate at  Melbourne University studying under 
Professor Sir Gustav Nossal and went on to complete training in ophthalmology at both Flinders Medical Centre in Adelaide and the Royal Victorian Eye and 
Ear Hospital.  In 1992 and 1993 he travelled to Boston, USA to undertake fellowship training in diseases of the front of the eye, including cataract, corneal and 
pterygium surgery, at the Massachusetts Eye and Ear Infirmary, Harvard University.  In 1994 he returned to Melbourne University as a Senior Research Fellow 
and is currently a Senior Staff Specialist on the Corneal Clinic and Senior Medical Staff at the Royal Victorian Eye and Ear Hospital.  He is an author of an 
internationally published textbook on diseases of the front of the eye and has published over 25 scientific papers. 

Suheb Ahmed is the senior Corneal Clinical Research Fellow at the University of Auckland. His undergraduate medical education was at the University of 
Dundee, Scotland. His specialist registrar training in ophthalmology was in Edinburgh, Scotland.  

Michael Curtis works in private practice in Christchurch. He graduated from The University of Auckland in 1979 and completed a Diploma in Business  
Administration at Canterbury in 1985. One of his special interests has been in fitting contact lenses. Over the years the association of Corneal Lens Corporation 
NZ Ltd in the same building as his practice has enabled him to clinically trial new developments in both materials and designs.  Michael and his brother Graeme 
have run RGP seminars and helped other practitioners develop skills in fitting contact lenses. 

Paul Dunlop - B.Sc, SDONZ, Cert Oc Pharm, has been fitting contact lenses for the past forty four years, during which time he has held a number of     
national and international positions within the optometric profession and presented papers at various conferences including the CCLS. His university          
background in physics, electronics and music, together with an interest in workshop technology, has led to various practical applications in piano restoration, 
pipe organ building and vision care.

Dr Reece Hall - MBChB FRANZCO.  Reece is a graduate of Otago Medical School and completed his specialist ophthalmology training in Wellington. He 
has recently completed a one year full time fellowship in Cataract, Cornea and Refractive Surgery with Professor Graham Barrett at the Lions Eye Institute in 
Perth and a one year full time fellowship in Cornea and Refractive Surgery with Professor Donald Tan in Singapore. He is currently working at Wellington Eye 
Centre and his special interests are micro incision cataract surgery (MICS), refractive surgery including LASIK, and the surgical and medical treatment of   
corneal disease. 

Richard Johnson graduated from the School of Optometry at the University of Auckland in 1993.  After working for three years in New Zealand, he worked 
in Austria for two years as a full time contact lens fitter.  He then moved to the UK where he worked for five years.  Now the principal optometrist at the       
Ophthalmology Department at Auckland Hospital, where he works closely with the corneal specialists in the fitting of conditions such as advanced  keratoconus, 
aphakia, traumatic and post-keratoplastic corneas. He is also involved in paediatric, acute and diabetic eye clinics at the hospital.  He is a visiting lecturer in 
contact lenses and therapeutics at the Optometry Clinic at the University of Auckland, where he also supervises final year student research.  He has completed 
his therapeutic qualifications in NZ.  He is chairman of the VOSO (Voluntary Ophthalmic Services Overseas) Trust and has been involved in the delivery of 
eyecare throughout the Pacific. 

Charlotte Jordan - BOptom(Hons), PhD Student, Department of Ophthalmology. Charlotte completed her Bachelor of Optometry (Hons) in 2006,         
graduating with first class honours and a senior prize in Optometry. She has two year’s clinical experience as an Optometrist, working at the Ophthalmology 
department at the Greenlane Clinical Centre, Auckland. Charlotte is currently pursuing a PhD in the Department of  Ophthalmology at the University of       
Auckland under the supervision of Professor Charles McGhee and Dr. Dipika Patel. Her thesis project is ‘Identifying, characterising and modifying the natural 
history and progression of keratoconus in New Zealand/ Aotearoa.’

- Cataract and refractive surgery. Diseases of the external and anterior eye. GP education and two-thirds world ophthalmology. Life interests - Family, fly    
fishing, Art Deco, beekeeping. 

Chi-Ying Chou an Anterior Segment Research Fellow working with Dr Sue Ormonde in the University Of Auckland Ophthalmology Department. He     
graduated from the University Of Otago Medical School in 2005 and is currently involved in a project studying the effect of Nexagon (a connexin 43 antisense     
molecule) in the acute treatment of ocular chemical injuries.  

Greg Nel - Dip.Optom.(S.A.); M.C.O(U.K.); Cert. Oc.Pharm.  Greg graduated from the School of Optometry at the Technikon Witwatersrand, Johannesburg, 
South Africa, in 1988.  A year in the Ophthalmology Department, Baragwanath Hospital, Soweto during his National Service was formative as it illustrated the 
role for optometry in primary vision care and the value of multidisciplinary care.
